already seen a Gynaecologist. This is a prioritised
elective surgery.
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/Gynaecologist to provide information to the woman \
about deinfibulation and the potential impacts on the
woman’s health.

If the woman consents to deinfibulation she will be
booked in to appropriate Gynaecology day surgery
\theatre list to have the procedure. /

referrals to internal and external services as the woman
requests.
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
