2010 RWH SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

Following calls for applications in late 2009/early 2010, five applications were received for the award of RWH Scholarships in 2010.

This is a smaller number of applications than has been the case in recent years, but the decrease is explained at least in part by the fact that several would-be applicants were successful in obtaining scholarship stipends from other sources.

The amount available for disbursement in 2010 under this Scholarship scheme was $40,000, which is also less than has been the case previously.  However, this reduced amount is primarily a reflection of the global financial crisis, and it is hoped that with an improvement in economic conditions and the help of the hospital’s Foundation, increases in the sum available for the hospital’s scholarship scheme will be possible in future years.
A Committee comprising Assoc/Prof James King, Dr Christine East, Dr Joanne Said and myself reviewed the applications.  The Committee considered that all of the applications were worthy of funding.  However, given the level of funding available for the Scholarship scheme this year, not all applications were able to be supported.  Scholarship funds totalling $40,000 were awarded by the Committee as summarised in the table below……
